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Koko Kondo is a survivor of the atomic bombing of
the Japanese city of Hiroshima by the United States
military on 6 August 1945. Just eight months old at
the time, she was one Kkilometer away from the
hypocenter of the bomb blast. In the years that fol-
lowed, her father, Rev. Kiyoshi Tanimoto, became in-
ternationally renowned as an advocate for the hi-
bakusha. Ms. Kondo actively speaks to audiences in
Japan and beyond, telling the truth about The Bomb.
Today, she brings her message and story to Doshisha
University students. Come and listen to a personal
viewpoint of war from a true survivor.
